
3RD PARTY PAYMENT ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

DEFINITIONS AND RECITALS
WHEREAS, the parties understand that Section 1947.3 of the California Civil Code permits under certain circumstances a tenant to pay rent through a third party.  However, the landlord or landlord’s agent is not required to accept the rent payment tendered by a third party unless the third party has provided to the landlord or landlord’s agent a signed acknowledgment stating that said third party is not currently a tenant of the premises for which the rent payment is being made and that acceptance of the rent payment does not create a new tenancy with the third party.  Failure by a third party to provide the signed acknowledgment to the landlord or landlord’s agent shall void the obligation of a landlord or landlord’s agent to accept a tenant’s rent tendered by a third party. 

The below shall serve as the form of acknowledgement for compliance with the above:
